Design Elements – Definitions/Descriptions:

What does she mean when she says…?

Font choice:

· Appropriate size for viewing

· Font choice connects with the product/target market

· No more than 3 font choices in one document

Color choice:

· Think of Color Symbolism – complimentary, adjacent, etc.
· What are you trying to convey? Use color to do it!
· Reverse text – light on dark, dark on light

· Connect with logo and theme
Layout:

· Spacing – keep consistent

· Avoid lots of negative/white space; have enough to give they eye a break

· Think of creatively rotating graphics to give the eye interest

· Keep a balance of text/graphics

· Put content where it makes the most sense in your document.  Important points needs to be most visible

· Use layout options with graphics such as behind text, through, in front of, send to back, etc.

Professionalism:

· Spelling/Grammar

· Word choice

· Clear message is sent to target market

· Graphics appeal to target market and connect to theme; they are clean and clear
