Companies, businesses, organizations and schools use an array of print material on a day-to-day basis. Some of the materials they might use would be items such as: a business card, brochure, flyer, menu, tag for merchandise, pamphlet, coupon, punch card, and postcard or door hanger.

They might need something created for:

· post card 
· tag for merchandise
· advertisement
· taking an existing piece of material and making an electronic version
In order to make a piece of material for someone in the community you need to:
1. Find a business or organization who needs your help
a. Teacher
b. Current employer
c. Hair stylist
d. Doctor/dentist
e. Parent
