Select the assigned writing number

Here is what you should see. The timing begins once you type your first letter.  Most begin by hitting the TAB key to indent paragraphs.  For spaces after punctuation ending a sentence, hit the spacebar twice.

Here are your results.  Rate is how fast you typed.  GWAM Stands for Gross Words a Minute.  It’s the number of words you typed, not including the number of errors you had.  Errors are the number of mistakes you made.  I will look at this each time.  Sometimes you will have fewer errors than what the program tells you you have.  Accuracy is your overall percentage.





Notice, your errors are in red or yellow.  This sample only has 3 errors instead of 6.  If you forget to space twice at the end of a sentence, I won’t mark it wrong.
