Utilizing the Internet and Microsoft Publisher for your Dream Vacation

Pretend you are a travel agent, and you are creating a brochure to make available to clients about their destination!
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Objective:  To successfully use search engines and Microsoft Publisher to find information on specific travel topics and details.  You will plan a vacation for a week and submit your findings in a 6-panel brochure.


Task:  Search and seizure

1. Visit related travel sites.

2. Locate information for each of the various categories.

3. Report your findings by summarizing the travel information into Microsoft Publisher along with the Internet address (URL). (site your sources)
4. Organize and format your information using the proper headings for each topic.  For example for your weather forecast, simply center and underline the title “Weather Forecast.”  
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5. Include the URL below the heading.  

Example:

Transportation

www.priceline.com
6. Be sure your paragraphs are conversational.  Tell the reader what he/she can do.

7. Use at most 12 pt. Font.  Spell check your document.

8. Include at least 3 graphics/images/and or clip art pictures that relate to your topic.  You can rotate these graphics so they fit just right on your brochure.
9. Keep in mind expectations for page layout, color choice, use of headings, spelling/grammar, and use of space.  Use your transparency tool, grouping, fill, line, textbox, etc. applications where appropriate.  Be very carful nothing is cut off on print preview!!!  Avoid the dashes Publisher like to put in your text at the end of lines (shift, enter)
10. See the next page for your travel categories that you will research.

Topics that must be included in your travel brochure:

Dining Options:
At least 3 different places to dine in the area.




Include business name, location, and type of dining (fancy, ethnic, fast food)

Hotel:


Location, accommodations and cost per night. 

Tourist Sites:
Include at least one activity per day for 5 days.




May include museums, art galleries, amusement parks, recreations areas,




Movies, shopping, sports, beach, etc.




Include cost of activities if available.

Weather:

Report weather for the week (during the intended stay)



Get highest and lowest temperatures.

Additional:
Additional information may be included you feel will enhance your publication. (History, facts about the location, famous people who live there, etc.)
